Technology and operations keep AETN on the air,
operating at peak efficiency and connected internally.

The DTV transition from analog to 100 percent digital
broadcasting was completed in June 2009. The
conversion stations appear as the same line up:

KETS 2, KEMV 6, KETG 9, KAFT 13, KTEJ 19, KETZ 12.

AETN Technology and
Operations highlights
from Fiscal 2009

AETN transmitters KAFT/
Fayetteville, KEMV/Mountain
View and KTEJ/Jonesboro were
knocked off the air in January due
to massive power outages from ice
storms, forcing AETN to terminate
the analog broadcast signals

at KTEJ and reduce the analog
broadcast of KEMV. This disaster
coincided with the termination of
the KETS/Little Rock analog and
digital signals in order to make
final preparations for the transition
to digital-only broadcasting.

AETN received maximization
construction permits from the FCC
to increase broadcast power, in
turn providing viewers a more
robust signal, at KEMV DT, KETG
DT, KAFT DT and KTEJ DT.

Video codecs were installed in

the State Capitol and the AETN
studio in Conway to provide

video transports between the two
facilities, allowing AETN to provide
live coverage from the Capitol.

AETN provided a live Web cast of
the presidential inauguration for
K-12 schools and state agencies in
Arkansas. This set a record for an
AETN live Web cast.
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Technology grants for
Fiscal 2009

+ AETN was awarded $45,000
from the American Archive Pilot
Program that will allow PBS
stations to archive any locally-
produced video containing
footage about civil rights and/or
materials produced for programs
surrounding Ken Burns’ The War
series into a digital format for the
public’s use.

* AETN received $155,000 grants
each for KAFT and KETG, which
required a match of about $55,000
each.

* AETN was approved for a nearly
$600,000 USDA Rural Utility
grant that will be used to upgrade
and expand broadcast coverage
for KEMV DT in north central
Arkansas.

* A U.S. Department of Commerce
grant was awarded to obtain
master control switching
equipment to upgrade to High
Definition service. The $56,176
grant will be a 50-50 (federal to
local) match toward a $112,352
total project.
